2. Submit the student's CTE Program Student Record 
3 . Provide SUNY Morri sville w ith a copy of the ir curriculum outline for the Culinary Arts program 

upon initia l agreement and renewal agreements 
4. To notify SUNY Morrisville in wri ting of any changes to the Culinary Arts curriculum 

SUNY Morrisv ille will grant credit whenever the student offic ially matriculates into one of the 
fol lowing degree programs : 

1. Culinary Arts Management, A.A.S. 
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and meets the fol lowing criteria: 

1. Students must receive a cumulative average of 80 or better in the Culinary Arts program at Broome­
Tioga BOCES 

Upon acceptance to SUNY Morrisville, the student should contact his or her high school counseling 
department to fac ilitate the granting of credit. Credit will be granted upon full-time matriculation at 
SUNY Morrisville, usually within 3 weeks after the start of a student's first semester. 

This agreement wi ll be reviewed and renewed every five (5) years. This agreement will be in effect upon 
signing by both parties and may be revised upon mutual agreement of both parties.
