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How to Get the Most from Your Reading by Rich Taber

Although we live
in the age of elec-
tronic media, most
college students
still have to do a
tremendous
amount of text-
book reading. For-
tunately, students
can use a number
of strategies that
will help them to
read textbooks
more efficiently
and with greater
understanding.

First, skim
through the chap-
ter and look at the
headings to see

how much you have

to read. Then di-
vide up the chapter
into
amounts of read-
ing, meaning the
amount that you
can read and still
comprehend well.
Second, look at
the end of the
chapter to see if
there are summa-
ries and questions.
Reviewing the
guestions and the
summaries first
may help you retain
the information by
helping you to fo-
cus on the most
important topics as
you actually read
the assignment.

Third, read the
chapter in sections
over a period of
time, not all at one
sitting. In addition,
reading the assign-
ment several days
ahead of when you
really need to know
the material works
better than cram-
ming.

Fourth, see if

the book has a Web

site. Many text-
books now have
useful online re-

sources such as vo-

cabulary builders,
review questions,
videos, and prac-
tice quizzes to

assist you.
e OFifth, really
study the

visuals. The au-
thors include
graphs, photos,
and diagrams to
help you better
understand the
printed material.
Such images corre-
late to the content
of the text and
often clarify the
material in a
memorable way.

Finally, after
reading for about
20-30 minutes,
take a break. Re-
ward yourself a lit-
tle after having

studied hard by
doing something
such as listening to

music for 5 -10 min-

utes. Then return
to reading some
more, but maybe in
a different subject.
Alternating sub-
jects and doing
shorter, more fre-
quent reading ses-
sions separated by
breaks have been
shown to lead to
better comprehen-
sion and retention
of information.
