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Policy # 6106
ACADEMIC WARNING AND DISMISSAL

A student with a cumulative or semester grade point average (GPA) of less
than 2.0 may be issued an academic warning or dismissed from the college. A deci-
sion to warn or dismiss will be made by an academic review committee within each
school after considering the student’s record using the following criteria:

Semester _GPA Action
First Less than 1.0 Dismissal
1.0-1.7 Dismissal or Academic Warning
1.7 to 1.99 Academic Warning
Second Less than 1.5 Dismissal
1.5 to 1.99 Dismissal or Academic Warning
Third & above Less than 2.0 Dismissal or Academic Warning

A tull-time student completing fewer than 12 credit hours in any semester may be
considered for retention or dismissal by the appropriate academic review committee,
regardless of cumulative grade point average. A part-time student will be subject to
the same review as each 12 hours is completed.

Students may not be allowed to continue in a specific academic program if prerequi-
site courses are not satisfactorily completed. Notices of academic warning or dis-
missal are issued at the end of each semester.

Students may be subject to early dismissal from the college, without refund, for poor
academic progress. Poor academic progress is defined as having an interim semester
GPA of 0.5 or less, or having a pattern of excessive absences in a majority of the
courses in which the student is enrolled.
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DROPPING COURSES AND
WITHDRAWING FROM COLLEGE

A student may add or delete courses during the first four class days of each
semester without prejudice. Changes after the fourth day of classes may be sub-
ject to a fee. A course may be dropped at any time by noon of the last day of the
tenth week of classes. A course drop form must be obtained from the school
office and all requirements stipulated thereon must be met in order for the course
to be officially dropped. The student transcript will then show a grade of “X.”
signifying that the student dropped the course. “X” grades are not included in
grade point average calculations. Students who wish to withdraw from college are
subject to the stipulations covered by the policy regarding “Withdrawal from
College.”
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PERMISSION TO CARRY EXTRA COURSE

Any student who wishes to carry more than 18 credits during any one se-
mester must receive prior approval from their School Dean. The student should
have achieved a 2.0 grade point average, or better, with no failing grade in the
previous semester.
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
