“Alternative weeklies were
always the papers that were
throwing bombs from the
left,” Cook says. “If that ever
was their role, that’s changed
alot in the last few years.”

Picking Up the Slack

Cook notes that the Free
Times began a couple of
years ago to pick up the
slack left by an 80-percent
reduction in state reporters
at The State, Columbia’s
daily newspaper.

Hutchins, says Cook, is
a big reason for the shift
in focus of the Free Times.
“Before Corey came, we
really had not prioritized
South Carolina state
politics as a beat. With the
decline of the daily and the
strength of Corey in that
area, it was time for us to
take a stab at this.”

t was an early story on state
overnment that established
utchins as a legitimate

investigative reporter and
landed him a full-time job
at the Free Times in March
2010. He was freelancing
for the FT and still active
in the 20,000-circulation
Columbia City Paper, an

edgy independent weekly he
had founded with college
classmates in 2005 while still
a student at the University
of South Carolina. In 2006
he earned a bachelor’s degree
in English language and
literature, with a journalism
cognate, from USC. The
following year, he was one of
the youngest contributors to
“In Our Own Words: The First
40 Years of the Morrisville
College Journalism Program.”
All proceeds from the sale of
the book go back to support
the program.

“The Hit List”

Huctchins’ first story for

the Free Times was “The

Hit List,” an in-depth
investigative piece that
unveiled an ugly truth
within the administration of
Gov. Mark Sanborn.

No, not that ugly truth;

no ‘hiking the Appalachian
Trail” here. The story was
about a time-honored
issue in South Carolina
politics: state funding for
private schools. Hutchins
had learned there was a
‘list’ of legislators from his
own party who were being
targeted by the Republican
governor for defeat in state
GOP primaries.

“They weren’t conservative
enough when it came to one
issue, and that was private-
school choice,” Hutchins
says. It seemed that the
GOP’s private-school
initiative and the movement

to replace the incumbents
with more “conservative”
candidates were being
funded by Howard Rich,
a real-estate developer
from New York City.
Rich has spent millions
on Libertarian initiatives,
across many states, for
several years.

“In this state, there is a

great emphasis on keeping
‘outsiders’ away from state
politics,” Hutchins says. “[Yet
the] South Carolina political
elite has always been tied to
corporate outsiders’ power—
plantations, textile mills, and
now, corporations.”.

Did an actual ‘hit list’ exist?
Yes, says Hutchins. “I've
never told anybody--on the
record--how we got the list,”
he says. “But I will say that

there is a rumor that it came

from somebody’s garbage,
and that has never been
confirmed or denied.” Cue
the benign smile.

Since that story ran, Cook
notes, private-school
funding has become

a virtual non-issue in
Columbia. ““The Hit
List’ piece was a complete
unmasking of what was
going on,” Cook says. “It
was powerful.”

In a state dominated by the
Republican Party, Columbia
is a city of remarkable
political diversity. Cook
says the Free Times 35,000
circulation comprises 40
percent Democrats, 30 percent
Independents, and 30 percent
Republicans. “That’s how
Corey’s coverage works: were
overing a very conservative
legislature, but for a much

more nﬁﬁed audience,” he says.

The other reasons it works, he

adds, are H‘l'lt ins tenacity
and his pleasant personality,
which enables him to talk to
all sorts of people.

The SC Press Associati

Cook nominated Hutchins
for the 2010 South Carolina
Press Association Award for
weekly newspaper reporter
of the year. Given Hutchins’
prolific year and the high
national exposure he earned
for the Free Times, it’s hard
to imagine a more deserving
reporter. “Corey was by far
the most productive and
diligent reporter in the
state,” Cook says.

Service Award From Oneida County Arson Task Force

MORRISVILLE, N.Y.—Enrico
D’Alessandro, University Police chief at
Morrisville State College, is the recipient of
the 2010 Oneida County Arson Task Force
Distinguished Service Award.

The award was presented to D’Alessandro during
the organization’s annual fall arson seminar
which gathered insurance personnel, fire and
police investigators from around the area.

The annual award is presented to an
individual who has given above and beyond
and has made a difference in the community,
and through dedicated service, has helped
make the community a safer place, according
to Ronald Brement, chief of the Rome Fire
Department and committee member of the
Oneida County Arson Task Force which
selected D’Alessandro for the honor.

D’Alessandro has nearly 40 years of dedicated service
in public safety in both the law enforcement and fire
safety sectors, which earned him the award, Brement
said. He serves on the Oneida County Arson Task
Force and is also one of its founding members.

D’Alessandro also has an extensive background in law
enforcement. University Police chief at Morrisville State
College since 2001, he was co-director of the Mohawk
Valley Police Academy, and spent 28 years with the
Oneida County Sheriffs Department working in various
capacities, including as division commander for the Law
Enforcement Division, the first co-commander of the
Utica Arson Strike Force, administrator for the Oneida
