CONCEPT:

The underlying concept or theme of our museum is the Villa Savoye, and the idea of an open plan. For the 

Villa, Le Corbusier used reinforced concrete to and eliminates the use of load bearing walls for the interior. To 

help separate spaces, movable partitions were used. We wanted to recreate this effect in our temporary 

exhibit. We decided to use interchangeable walls to define the space of the exhibit. This allowed for us to be 

able to map the space according to the exhibit size. The use of the walls allows the museum to meet the needs 

of the people and allows for a much more enjoyable experience. In the permanent space, the idea of an open 

plan was also used. The permanent exhibit is viewed as a very important space and we did not want the space 

to be restricted due to interior walls. For the outdoor courtyard, we incorporated ideas from the floor plan of the 

Villa Savoye as our basis for the setup. The concept of the Villa is also used in the separation of levels. 

Corbusier used non traditional transition between floors such as ramps, and spiral staircases. We decided to 

incorporate a ramp as a way of moving from the first level to the second.
