apart in the street.

Stripped windows are meant to convey subtle charm as well as  

encourage the idea of privacy, preserving the buildings interior from 

the hectic Manhattan streets.

Final Model demonstrates a

composition of element

organization based on process

analysis and revision of the

preceding two sketch models.

For instance, the significant

omission of the veneered blue

glass because it obscured the

view of some of the inner most

elements of the façade such as

the stripped windows which

served as an intricate part of the

design.

Other such modifications

apparent in the final construct

include the elaborate addition of

the step platform to more

clearly define the store front.

I  WANTED THE BASE OF THE FACADE TO EXHIBIT A  SEPARATE 

FEELING FROM THE  REST OF THE BUILDING BUT WITHOUT 

DIMINISHING THE ASPECTS OF UNIFORMITY THAT OCCUR THROUGH 

OUT THE ENTIRE CONSTRUCT. IN ORDER TO RIGHTLY DISTINGUISH 

THE BASE  AS A  STORE FRONT, I INCORPORATED  LARGE GRIDDED 

WINDOWS INTO THE DESIGN INSTEAD OF CONTINUING WITH THE 

STRIPPED HORIZANTALS , BUT MAINTAINED THE  ISSUE OF CONCAVE  

SPACE S IMPLIMENTED THROUGH OUT THE  FAÇADE.
