Project Description

The concept behind the project was to organize three 

non-parallel planes into a successful design. The planes 

must engage each other in a self-supporting manner, 

with circulation on all faces. There should be a clear 

hierarchal, secondary, and tertiary space. The 

structure should demonstrate the ability and 

understanding to develop and organize space.

My intent on the project was to create an overlaying 

theme with a clear understanding of continuity. This 

was achieved by using a pinwheel design on the planes, 

mirroring each side of the planes. This made the design 

more cohesive, plus it was easy to establish the seven 

points of space. The third plane, without the pinwheel 

design, acts like the glue of the design; it holds the 

other two planes together.

Project Description

The Cube Project was the follow up for the 

Planes Project. In order to actually develop 

a space, an eighth point must be added. The 

spaces can now be complete. Hierarchy is 

easily established with the walls of the cube 

hugging the sides as the cube encloses the 

planes. The design on the cube acts as a 

negative, repeating the same pinwheel 

design. 

Initially I wanted to design something new 

for the cube, but then decided against it. If I 

derived a new design, the eighth point in 

space would be added but might not be 

understood as coordinating with the 

interior. By manipulating the pinwheel 

design, the cube can coexist with the planes.

The concept I 

developed was 

similar to taking 

the negative of the 

planeõs design.

The blue shaded shape 

represents the cut on the 

plane, while the red 

represents the cut on the 

cube. Notice that the red 

is mimicking the blue 

design by reversing the 

solids and voids. This 

concept was derived by 

the positive versus 

negative idea.

There was still the issue of 

entrance to deal with. To 

make the circulation through 

the planes complete, there 

must be an entrance on at 

least one side of the cube. I 

decided to have entrances on 

all sides, making the 

structure more cohesive.

The red outline shows 

where the pinwheel 

design from the planes 

was, according to itõs 

solid versus void. An 

extra cut was made on 

the left and the top 

òbladeó of the pinwheel 

for entrances.

Project Description

Cubism paintings can be analyzed like a piece 

of complex architecture. One has have the 

ability to read space, composition, and 

perspective. Although not all pieces or art or 

buildings are the same, understanding them 

can be.

My thought process for this 

project began with simply 

studying the painting. 

Having a background of art 

under my belt, I was 

familiar with cubism. To 

me, the painting was a 

visualization of the same 

subject at multiple points of 

view, with the perspective 

constantly changing. It 

seemed as if the subject was 

being stalked and painted 

while the painter was 

enclosing it. 

Along with the changes of 

time, space, and perspective 

I noticed the painting was 

organized through a grid. I 

thought this could help 

with dimensioning the 

three-dimensional sculpture 

by adding height.

Studying and 

progressing through 

sketch models let me 

further understand 

the painting. To 

make the sculpture, 

I had to understand 

how to make 

volumes from the 

layers.

I saw that volumes can be made from the 

layers by extending vertical members down 

from them. To recreate the painting, the 

volumes should still show the depth, change 

in time, point of view, and space. By titling 

the layers even more, and protruding others 

in a more exaggerated effort the volumes 

can take on the form of the painting. 

Another thing I noticed about the painting 

was that by the different uses of color the 

depth can be closer understood. The darker 

colors seem to be farther away, lighter 

colors closer. Taking this realization into 

consideration, I decided that the sculpture 

should take on a convex form. This makes it 

seem as though the subject was viewed in a 

semi-circle walking path, enclosing it. The 

volumes will create the reality of the 

painting.

Project Description

The final project for Arch 111 was a group project. Three 

students were to design an art museum. The setting for the 

proposed museum was in an urban setting warehouse, with 

set dimensions. There were to be exactly three spaces in the 

design; a permanent exhibit, a temporary exhibit space, and 

a sculpture garden. Light sources can only be designed 

through the far back wall and through skylights. 

The first step towards a design was to make a collage of 

different precedents. In my group, we decided to search for 

simple geometric shapes, that way we could make them as 

complicated as need be. After we chose the precedents, we 

made a collage of the floor plan. From here, we had to decide 

on the organization of space. 

To decide on an organization for the three spaces, we 

thought that there should be a theme to the museum to tie 

the spaces together. Our thoughts were that for a design to 

truly be successful, the museum should be memorable to its 

visitors. Because of the fact that the warehouse was in a 

urban setting, the group decided to design the museum with 

a theme of nature and industrial materials balancing with 

harmony. Different elements, such as water and light, could 

be utilized to make the museum visit a powerful visit with 

unique and expressive memories.
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
